 Terms and Conditions:
1. The promoter reserves the right to accept or deny each application.

2. Vendor fees are non-refundable. Submission of vendor fees is not a contract of festival acceptance. If a vendor is not accepted, they will receive a full refund.

3. Food vendors must state all foods they wish to offer. We want to avoid duplication and have an interesting variety of food. Foods made with garlic will have a priority in our selection.
4. All Food vendors may sell water, soft drinks, coffee, and juices.
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All Food vendors must provide a Certificate of Insurance with a liability limit of no less than $1,000,000 and shall name Empire City Farms, Cuba NY Chamber of Commerce, and Cuba Garlic Festival as additional insureds.  Request your insurance company to add “Additional Insureds”.
6.  Accepted Food vendors will be required to provide a Permit to Operate from the Allegany County Dept of Health, 585-268-9250 and are subject to on-site Dept of Health inspections.

7.  Vendors requesting electric will be charged a $40 fee per 20-amp circuit. Please note that         
Food Vendors will take priority when assigning electric circuits. All requests must be pre-approved 
& pre-paid prior to the festival.

8. Applicants will only be notified if they are NOT accepted. Detailed Festival information will be mailed via USPS prior to the event.  

9. SET-UP will take place Friday, September 20th from 12:00 pm to 6:00 pm, and Saturday, September 21st from 7:00 am to 9:00 am. We encourage Friday set-up – grounds must be cleared by 6:00 pm on Friday, 9:00 am on Saturday and 8:00 am Sunday.
10. Booths must be completely set-up 1 hour prior to opening, 9:00 am on Saturday & 8:00 am Sunday, for booth inspection.
11. NO vendor or sponsor vehicles will be permitted on the grounds after 9:00 am on Saturday and 8:00 am Sunday, with the exception of pre-approved handicap parking.
12. No tables and chairs will be provided. Please remember to bring your own.

13. Racks, signs, tables, chairs, and displays may not extend more than 2 feet in front of your booth and must not impede traffic flow.

14. NO selling will be permitted on the grounds outside of your booth area.

15. The festival will go on rain or shine. This is an outdoor event. Vendors must supply a substantial tent or canopy for themselves.

16. All participants must operate on Saturday from 10:00 am – 6:00 pm, and Sunday from 9:00 am – 4:00 pm. No early tear down will be permitted. No vendor vehicles may return to the grounds until the grounds are cleared of customers.

17. Food vendors will be issued four (4) non-transferable wristbands per day. Wristbands must be worn, not carried around. Additional one-day wristbands may be purchased at the Check-In Booth for $3 a day.
18. Property damage to Empire City Farms or Cuba Garlic Festival will incur a minimum $200 fine. A $75 security deposit is required to ensure that booth spaces are left cleaned & undamaged. 
19. Pets will NOT be permitted on the festival grounds. Only service dogs with proper certification will be allowed. 
20. Smoking is prohibited anywhere other than in the designated areas. This will be strictly enforced!

21. Your application must be postmarked by April 26, 2024, for the early reduced fee.

22. Each vendor will be responsible for his/her property. Empire City Farms, Cuba NY Chamber of Commerce and/or The Cuba Garlic Festival, are not responsible for any damage, theft, or loss for any reason.
